Children and Young People’s Planning Partnership (CYPPP) Funding: 

I know many of you have been eagerly awaiting information about the next round of funding – the £110K contribution from the CYPPP administered by the Strategic Youth Work Services Group (SYWSG). The SYWSG will send a representative to the next round of Local Integration Team meetings, the Youth Services Sub groups, and to each of the HYPPE panels to facilitate discussions around the needs of young people in relation to youth work. The outcomes of these discussions will contribute to decisions around the allocation of grants. Grant application forms will be sent out to each local youth work provider in May. Deadline for the return of forms will be June 1st. The final confirmation of grants will be made at the SYWSG meeting on 17th June. Letters outlining the above in more detail will be sent out tomorrow.

For those of you who are part of the 5 Local Action Groups working towards sustainable youth work services, you will be aware that YouthBorders is applying for funding to resource development work within each locality. The decision as to how best that money is used lies with the Local Action Group. Applications go out today and we hope to have a decision by the start of June.
Bridie and I are continuing to talk to funders on your behalf and the Youth Work Futures Project is being very well received. We remain very positive about funding opportunities.
CashBack for Communities

 

 Launched yesterday, the CashBack for Communities Scheme will provide grants of up to £2,000 to support local youth groups to provide positive opportunities for young people. The scheme is open to all Youth Scotland affiliated groups, and will fund start up costs (up to £1,000) as well as the costs of a particular programme of activity (up to £2,000).

O2 'Think Big' programme - grants for young people to make a difference 
Mobile phone company O2, in partnership with the National Youth Agency and UK Youth, has launched a programme to award cash-in-hand grants for young people. The scheme is aimed at 13-25 year olds with bright ideas for projects that will bring people together and benefit communities. Successful applicants will receive a £300 grant towards project costs and Youth Scotland will also be providing a day's training in the skills they will need to get their idea up and running. If this project is a success, they will then have the opportunity to apply for an additional grant of up to £2500, and four days' leadership training.
